PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE BYLAWS

The State of Michigan Bureau of State Lottery and Michigan United Conservation Clubs (MUCC) have reached
an agreement that will allow MUCC Affiliated Clubs to continue to obtain Charitable Gaming licenses to conduct
fundraising events. Some of you may be aware that we have not been able to obtain a gaming permit for
approximately the last year due to a controversy involving an MUCC member club.

As a condition of this Agreement, Affiliated Clubs are required to have or include the following language in their
Bylaws (see bold). Therefore, as the Bylaws require a 30 written notice in the newsletter of proposed Bylaw
amendments to the membership, the Board will be voting on this Amendment at the November 5 Board meeting
to be held at the Club at 7:00 p.m. A simple majority of those in attendance at the Board meeting shall be
required to adopt the proposed amendment(s).

It is proposed that Section VIII of the Bylaws be amended to add a Section 1 entitled "Financial Assets" which
shall read: All funds and assets of the Club shall be used only for purposes that are consistent with the
purposes of the Club and for actual administrative expenses in conducting the affairs of the Club under
the direction and with the approval of the Board of Directors. The Board of Directors may purchase land,
building and equipment and operate and maintain the same as required to further the purpose of the
Club. Revenues of the Club shall not be used for the benefit of any individual, member or shareholder of
the qualified organization except to further the lawful purposes of the Club.

Section Il shall be added to Article VIII entitled "Disbursements" and shall contain the language currently
contained in that section.
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
